FIRST PART

General Provisions

Purpose, Content, Legal Support, Abbreviations and Definitions

Purpose

Article 1- Purpose of this regulation is to arrange the rules and principles of the Legislation of Technology Development Zones (Code No. 4691)

Content

Article 2- This regulation covers the matters regarding the works of the Evaluation Commission, the selection of Region, the criteria of preparation of feasibility reports, the establishment, the operation, the use of land, the activities in the Region and the principles and procedures, the tenancy of appropriation which is in the budget of Ministry for the establishment of Regions and other matters in relation to the enforcement of act.

Legal Support

Article 3- This regulation is prepared regarding the 9th article of the Legislation of Technology Development Zones dated 06.07.2001, and entered into force being established in the official gazette with publishing number 24454, and coded no. 4691, and 33rd article of the legislation of Organization and Function of Ministry of Industry and Trade dated 18.01.1985, entered into force being established in the official gazette with publishing number 18639 and coded no. 3143.

Technology Development Zones: Companies that are inclined towards or presently using high/advanced technologies develop/produce technology or software by using a specific university, high technology institute or Research and Development (R&D) center; aiming to convert a technological invention into a commercial product, method or service and this way contribute to the development of the Zone; and the housing estate or technopark in which the companies mentioned above are in or near the aforesaid university, high technology institute or R&D center where the academic, social and economic structures become aggregate,

R&D: The systematic studies that are needed to obtain present knowledge in order to improve science and technology or to produce new material, products and tools, to constitute new methods, systems and services including software production or to develop the existing ones, 

R&D Centers or Institutes: The places in which technology/product development oriented R&D activities are being realized with qualified human resources which have the latest, modern technological machines, hardware and software, 

Production Units: The production units that are based on new and high technologies, which have no harm for the environment and are founded or being used by real or juristic parties, 

Enterprise: Real or juristic parties, who want to benefit from the opportunities in the Region, 

Production Activities based on R&D: the commercialization and production of the R&D activities completely realized in the Region by the enterprises acting in the Region that result in original process, service, methodology, production technique, utility equipment, material, software, product and systems within the production units in the Region.

Innovation: To convert an idea into a salable product, or to create a new/developed product or a new/developed method, to be used in the production of goods and services, 

Innovation in product: To create a new product, which shows differences relating with its essence, technology, functions and materials when compared with previous products, 

Innovation in production methods: To create a new method used to produce new products or to improve products, which cannot be produced, by the traditional methods or methods used to produce present products with new techniques.

Software: The documentaries and services including the code lists, user and operating guides of programs and commands that help a computer, communication apparatus or some other technological machine to operate functionally according to the required data.

University: Universities that completed their configuration in engineering and basic sciences for both human resources and technical hardware that are acknowledged by the Higher Education Council for having enough research personnel as doctorate students,
Incorporator Committee: The board having representatives of at least one university, one high education institute or public R&D Center and other establishments, which is in the Zone, 

Administrative Company: The company, which has been founded appropriate to the act as a joint-company and is responsible for the management and administration of the Region, 

Application File: The file that includes feasibility report and necessary documents,

Region Administrative Regulation: The regulation prepared by the Administrative Company regarding the procedures and standards of the services supplied for the enterprises in the Region and the activities and applications held in the Region,

Appropriation: The money held in the budget of Ministry which is allocated for financial aid purposes regarding some part of the cost of land supply, infrastructure and administrative building, which can not be financed by the Administrative Company,

Administrative Building: The structure utilized by the Administrative Company personnel, to carry out the services in the Region including the office spaces, technical and social spaces, and the spaces for incubators excluding any rented for the enterprises by the Administrative Company.

Research Personnel:  The expertised academic personnel, who work for the universities which are needed for their service in the activities of the Region and the expertised personnel, with at least MS. Degree, who work for a research center or institute that belongs to the public institutions and firms.

Software Personnel: The qualified personnel developing and producing software who is sufficiently experienced and educated within his/her field of expertise, who work in the process defined as software,  


R&D personnel: The experienced personnel within his/her field of expertise and qualified support personnel working in the R&D activities, and the personnel dealing with the planning and management, monitoring and evaluating, and supporting of the scientific and technical aspects of the R&D activities 

SECOND PART

Establishment, Planning, Preparing the Project

 And Management of the Region

FIRST SECTION

The Rules and Regulations regarding the Establishment of the Region and Activities Taking Place in Region

Establishment purpose of the Region and the activities in the Region


Article 5- Purpose of the establishment of the Region is to; provide the necessary technological infrastructure to produce technological knowledge to make the national industry internationally competitive and re-structuring it positioned to be capable to export, develop innovation in product and production methodology, increase the quality and standards of product, increase the design quality, increase the efficiency, decrease the production cost, commercialize the technological information, support the technologically dense production and entrepreneurship, provide the adaptation of the SME’s to the new and advanced technologies, create investment opportunities in the technology dense zones taking into consideration the judgments of the Science and Technology Higher  Council, provide recruitment opportunities for qualified staff, help to the technology transfer and to accelerate the entrance of the high/advanced technology providing foreign investment, let multinational firms which have R&D talent and tradition exist in the Region and do R&D, cooperating with the universities, research institutions and firms and the production sectors.

Formation of Incorporator Committee

Article 6- Representatives of, at least one of the university or high technology institute or public R&D center or institute within the Region or the city of the Region, and other institutions defined in the Article 14 of the regulation that want to participate, come together to form the Incorporator Committee under a commonly prepared protocol to establish the Region.

Deciding the place of the Region

Article 7- It is required to involve at least one university or high technology institute or public R&D center or institute within the borders of the city that the Region is established and to have sufficient R&D and industry potential.

Incorporator Committee also takes into consideration the followings; the area prescribed as Region is in near or in the land of university or high education institute or public R&D center or institute which are in the Comiittee, qualifications of the industry companies and enterprises in Region, potential of educated human resources, geologichal status of zone, social and technical sub-structure, appropriateness of aim to the country development plans, and if exists Environmental Plan content, land ownership and cadastral status, easiness of allocation and purchasing, existing land usage status, which transportation axeses are on the land or next to the land.

The areas considered within the Law of Coasts, water preservation area, jeologically dangerous areas, agricultural lands, wood and forest areas, national parks, historical site areas, tourism zones and centers, military zones, special environmental protection areas, areas subject to international agreements can not be chosen to establish Region.  But the areas that are subject to constraints as mentioned above and that the related regulation permits to be chosen as Region and can be chosen as Region.  The status of no constraint about the chosen area or the status that related regulation permits although there are constraints must be documented and defined by the related firm and institutions. 

Highways, railways, harbors, airports, university or high technology institute or public R&D center or institute areas, existing or being constructed industry zones, city borders, urban area, municipality borders and governorship domain borders ,and solid waste stock areas are pointed in the 1/25000 scale topographic map on which the Region borders are also shown.  If applicable, higher scale plan provisions and 1:5000 scale existing situation maps also demonstrating the slope and altitude analysis, and that are approved by the relevant authority will be supplemented.   The observational geological study report for the area defining the natural disaster and earthquake conditions, that is confirmed by the General Directorate of Disaster Affairs and the Aerial Barrier Plans should also be included.

The borders of the Region should be drawn on a map of adequate scale, preferably on a scale of 1:25.000, including the coordinates of the lots included. This map will be presented to the Cabinet of Ministers, to define the borders of the Region precisely, in case the Region application is found appropriate by the Evaluation Committee.

Adequacy of the existing R&D and industry potential in the zone 

Article 8- Evaluation Committee decides whether the existing R&D and industry potential in the zone is adequate or not evaluating the information provided in the feasibility report. 


Region establishment application 
Article 9- Incorporator Committee makes the application to the General Directorate by the application file prepared as 7 copies. 

The required documents in the Region establishment application file:
a) Establishment application letter,

b) Legal documents and cadastral maps indicating the ownership status of the land allocated for the Region, 

c) The documents required at the 3rd, 4th, and 5th section of the 7th article of this regulation,

d) Feasibility report and its attachments published in the attachment of this regulation and prepared regarding the Technology Development Region Feasibility Report Preparation Procedures. 
The completeness of the application file is checked by the General Directorate within 15 days.  If the application file is complete, it is taken to be evaluated within 2 months by the Evaluation Committee from that date; if not, from the date that the incomplete parts determined is completed by the Incorporator Committee.  The Region establishment application file is presented for the evaluation of the Evaluation Committee by the General Directorate at most 15 days earlier than the meeting date.

Formation of Evaluation Committee

Article 10- By the presidency of General Director of The Ministry of Research and Development, Evaluation Committee is formed by a master and a substitute representative who are educated, knowledged, experienced and authorized to evaluate the Region establishment application file regarding the rules and regulations and the matters of the institutions they represent .

a) The Ministry of Public Works, 

b) SPO, 

c) TCHE, 

d) TSTRCT, 

e) TUCSE,

f) TTDF

The private institution operating in the field of technology that will participate in the Evaluation Committee is defined as TTDF by the Ministry.

Work rules and regulations of the Evaluation Committee

Article 11- Rules and regulations of the Evaluation Committee is arranged as follows:

a) The Committee meets at the presidency of General Director of The Ministry of Research and Development by the participation of at least five members. 

b) The secretariat works of the Committee is done by the General Directorate.

c) In case of a Region establishment application to the General Directorate, Committee meets with the call of General Directorate.  Furthermore, in case of a development regarding the Region for Committee members in their own Institutions, a meeting can be held with the call of General Directorate to inform the other members. 

d) Committee members evaluates the application file within the frame of the legislation and the regulation regarding the facts that are relevant to their institutions and;

1) The adequacy of the land allocated for the Region, according to the National Development Plan, the higher scale plan provisions and other land allocation criteria. 

2) Adequacy of the existing R&D potential in the zone,

3) Adequacy of the university or high technology institute or public R&D center or institute that are cooperating in the establishment of Region, 

4) Appropriateness of the technological zones the Region established, to the purpose of the legislation,

5) Level of production, market and sector expectations in zone and whether they will effect the Region activity dynamism positively or not,

6) Whether it will be possible or not to produce and develop new and advanced technologies in Region,

7) Possible contribution of the Region being established to the economical, technological, social and cultural development of the country and zone,

8) Possible contribution of the cooperating firm and institutions to the formation of Region and its success,

9) Adequacy of the strength and management scales of the enterprises that will exist in the Region regarding  the R&D and software activities,

10) Adequacy of the financial structure and receivable financial support of the Region incorporators for the Region establishment and administration,

are evaluated and the Committee members join the meeting with the preliminary report regarding their opinion about the application file.

e) If it is needed, Committee may ask oral or written opinion from relevant public firm and institutions, local administrations, trade associations, natural persons and legal persons, and may call the application owner for a meeting or may investigate at the place.

f) Region establishment decision is made by the common voting of at least five members.

g) The reasoned decision about the applications is prepared by the secretariat and asked for the sign of the Committee members.

h) If the application is found appropriate by the Committee, the Committee decision about the application is presented to the Ministry, 

i) Committee decision about the Region is declared written to the Incorporator Committee by the secretariat.

Region declaration

Article 12- The approval of the Evaluation Committee is presented to the Council of Ministers by the Ministry.  Region declared by the Council of Ministers is published in the official gazette.

The defined region borders by the Council of Ministers are sent to the Ministry of Public Works and other relevant institutions to make the necessary plan changes. 
Establishment of the Administrative Company

Article 13- After the publishing of the Region establishment decision in the official gazette and declaration to the Incorporator Committee; according to the contribution rate of the representatives of the Incorporator Committee, the Administrative Company is established in the statute of corporation, which is responsible from the management and administration of Region.  However, before the establishment of the company, the main contract of the company is investigated by the General Directorate regarding the appropriateness of it to the legislation and regulation.  In case of a need, the General Directorate asks for a change in main contract of the Administrative Company according to the appropriateness of it to purpose of Legislation.

If the Incorporator Committee realized the company establishment before the Region application, in order to start acting with an Administrative Company statute, they send the company main contract to the General Directorate after the declaration of the Region.  As a result of the investigation of General Directorate, if needed, it is asked to change the main contract regarding the purpose of Legislation.

Having started to act as Administrative Company, in case of a need for a change in main contract of company, the changes are subject to the preliminary permission of General Directorate.

Founder of Administrative Company

Article 14- It is a must that at least one university or high technology institute or public R&D center or institute within the Region or the city of the Region exist among founders of Administrative Company that is responsible from the management and administration of Region.  Those firms and institutions may involve to Administrative Company by their companies and/or foundation companies.

Else;

a) Professional Chambers and Stock Exchanges bonded under the Turkish Union of Chambers and Stock Exchanges.

b) Local Administrations, 

c) Banks and finance institutions, 

d) Local and Foreign private legal entities,

e) Foundations and Societies related to R&D and technology development,

f) Relevant public institutions, 

g) Unions of Exporters,

may involve as founder or later on as a partner to the Administrative Company.

Foreign private legal entities may join the administrative company, taking into consideration the Law of Incitement of the Foreign Capital, (Law no 6224) and the legal framework defined by the Law, and taking the relevant permissions thereby delineated. 

Duties and responsibilities of Administrative Company regarding the establishment, administration and management of Region

Article 15- Administrative Company is responsible for the following duties; 

a) Making or having made the nationalization of Region land, land usage, preparing project  for structure and facilities, auditing and giving licenses for the construction and usage of them, management and administration of Region,

b) Within the planning process, preparation of the development plans and their revisions, parcellation plans and their revisions according to the Law no: 3194  and the relevant legal framework, also taking into consideration the higher scale Regional Plan provisions, and their presentation to the Ministry for confirmation and approval,

c) Preparation of the architectural and other projects according to the Law no: 3194, its regulations, other laws, regulations and rules relevant to the development plans, science, health and environmental conditions, and according to the standards  technical provisions brought about by the Turkish Institution of Standards,
d) Submission of the Overall Termination Plan including the processes covering the establishment of the Region and ending at the Region’s activation, and if an application for financial support has been made, submission of the action plan defining the usage of the financial support to the General Directorate,

e) Making the necessary processes according to the Legislation of Structure Inspection coded no. 4708,

f) Cooperating with the related firms and institutions and within the frame of related regulations Administrative Company takes precautionary actions regarding  the management of waste water, waste water substructure facilities, solid waste, earth pollution, noise and air pollution, dangerous medical waste, radioactive material and dangerous chemicals and subjects covering preventing fire and fire control systems and natural disasters,

g) Against  fire dangers and natural disasters, insuring the buildings rented by enterprises,

h) Supplying cleaning, electricity, drinking and usage water, natural gas and fuel-oil, heating and air conditioning, logistics network, canalization, waste water, Roads in Region, voice and data communication, internet services and other services and taking precautionary actions to provide the continuity of them, defining the work rules, pricing and accounting planning and actualization, making all kind of repairment and periodic check-up, providing the compensation of the losses from damages to structures and infrastructures determining the ones who damaged them.

i) If the region is within the university zone providing the usage of the fire works and staffs in the university, if not providing the sufficient number of fire vehicles and stuffs.

j) Evaluating the space requirements of firms, institutions and enterprises that want to exist in Region and allocating space to the approved ones, 

k) Preparing Region Administration Regulation and giving a copy of it to General Directorate,

l) Dealing with the requirements of enterprises in Region regarding the utilization of facilities and experiences of university or R&D center and institutes coordinating with the related units.

m)  In case it is needed, documenting by asking approval of the appropriateness of the software and R&D projects of enterprises in Region regarding the purposes defined in Legislation, from the universities or high technology institutes or public R&D center or institutes which are not partners in foundation of Region and from  TSTRCT or referees defined by TSTRCT.

n) Archiving and supplying when required; all the research personnel, software developer and R&D personnel list in Region, job definitions in R&D projects, monthly work schedules and qualifications,

o) Presenting the activities and applications, the works for efficient and effective management of Region, the data, information and statistics with the defined format of General Directorate that can be integrated to electronic platform,

p) Taking precautionary actions regarding the determination of contrary activities of enterprises and third parties to Legislation, warning the enterprises to take corrective actions of contrary activities and within this period making the necessary arrangements to exclude the enterprises which are in contrary activities in Region.


Also, the administrative company may provide consulting services in education of enterprises regarding the needs of Region, incubation, test, calibration and quality assurance and technical services in relevant subjects, and brand registration, copyrights, patenting, firm establishment, technology transfer, financing, venture capital, marketing and exporting and trough the common needs of the firms, institutions and enterprises in Region, and administrative company may facilitate in forming new and high technology labs and production units, managing them, serving to the related parties with a fee, purchasing or renting of vital production, test and control tool and machinery and equipments where it is not possible for enterprises to afford or realize those by themselves regarding the financial and technological aspects, and administrative company may facilitate in recruiting personnel who are expert and experienced in his/her field, supplying partnership and coordination with relevant people or institutions, to use the relevant tool, machinery and equipment related to those services.  

Recruitment in Region


Article 16– Recruitment of facilities in Region is done according to the job and work regulation in progress.  In this Region foreign manager and qualified R&D personnel can be recruited within the frame of Legislation of Encouraging Foreign Investments coded no. 6224 and related clauses of regulation.


The ones who are needed as research personnel in Region and working in public firm and institution and university, may work as full or part-time employee with the approval of the institutions they work.  The income of part-time academician, instructor, research personnel and specialists are held out of the university working capital.  The full time recruited personnel are permitted without salary and their relationship with their institution continues.  The ones’ retirement rights who are subject to legislation of Turkish Republic Retirement Fund coded no. 5434 are valid providing that it is obeyed to the 31st article of the legislation coded no. 5434.  The clauses of 36th article of legislation of Higher education coded no. 2457 which are contrary to this article can not be applied.


Academicians may do the works based on temporary recruitment in the country and at abroad prescribed in 39th article of legislation coded no. 2547
 at the institutions in Region by the permission of University Board of Members.  The incomes of the academicians who get permission with salary, which they gain from the Region, are held out of the university working capital.  Also, academicians may establish firms to commercialize the result of their works in Region, or may be a partner in a firm and/or take part in the management of these firms with the permission of University Board of Directors.

Section 2 

Planning and Project Management of The Region

Expropriation of the Region

Article 17- The expropriation of the land is made by the administrative company he under the terms of the Expropriation act no 2942. University lands that remain in the area can be transferred to the management company with the agreement of the Universities and provided that they remain as the property of the University. This situation is also applicable for public institutions or companies. 

Intra-Region Development Plan 

Article 18- Changes in Intraregion  development and construction plans are prepared or had it prepared by Administrative Companies of the Region according to the Law of development and Construction no 3194 or if available to larger scaled planning decisions. Intra-Region Development plans are announced by the municipalities if they are within the municipalities or contigiuous regions otherwise by the provincial governorship offices , one month after the transtion date. These annoucements are made throughlocal and national press channels.
Development and construction plans can be objected within a one month period. Objections are referred to the ministry by the related authorities. Objections passed to the ministry are evaluated and finalized within a one month period. Changes in the development plan are subject to the same rules and regulations.

The administrative company has the authority to prepare the Development Plans of the Region, in case it employs the responsible city planner that is legitimate according to the Law of Development and Construction (Law 3194) and the appropriate regulation, “Regulation for the Adequacy of Responsibles Undertaking the Development Plan Action”, published on the Official Gazzette no: 18916, and dated 02.11.1985.  In case the adequate city planner is not employed by the administrative company, the preparation of the Development Plans can be outsourced to the third companies having the adequacy.

Within the overall area to be planned, the overall enclosed construction area may not exceed 40%, however the maximum building height will not be limited. Finalized development and contruction plans are sent to the related institutions for informational purposes. 

Utilization of the Region’s Area

Article 19- While the administrative company has obligations to utilize the area designated as the region according to the conditions of the law, the company may utilize up to 30% of development rights of the area to further the capacities of the region in terms of academic,economic and social infrastructure by building , operating or renting necessary buildings and installations. However the company may not sell these.

Foundation Points for the planning and division of land sub plots.  

Article 20– Land subplot distribution is done by the administrative company according to the application development plan and is approved by the ministry to be put into effect. Sub Plots are disrubuted and buildings are given superficies according to the map coordinates. Superficies and construction conditions are drawn from areas defined on the corner coordinates.

 Licenses and Permits

Article 21- Buildings that will be constructed in the area are prepared by the administration company or the tenant companies according to the conditions forwarded by the administration company and presented to its approval. Licenses for these building are given and controlled by the administration company according to the land development and construction law no 3194.

 Other Considerations

Article 22- Construction and planning issues not handled within these regulation are subject to the Law of Construction and Development no 3194 and related regulation articles.

                                            PART THREE 

Supports, Inspection of Reports for progress reports and preparation of projects that are found to be properly suited for Financial Support,  making the payments and exclusions

SECTION ONE

Supports

Determination of the budget payment that will be given to support the regions. 

Article 23-  Part of the amount needed for acquisition of the land, infrastructure  and construction that is required to setup the region can be paid from the support budget allocated for the region services by the ministry. The amount can not exceed tha allocated budget. Payments that will be made for these reasons are listed in the annual investment plans. These payments are made within the spending plans of the ministry of finance

After the establishment of a region the administration company of the region may vouch for a financial support from the general directorate for the part of the costs that are associated with the construction of infrastructure, administrative building and acquisition of land. The amount that will be paid to the administrative company is a grant and does not require collateral.

Administrative companies and enterpreneurs can benefit from any international or domestic support that can given by the public companies and international institutions.  

Grant Request Procedure

Article 24-  A company that wants to request a financial support request must fill in a form that shows annual figures that will request from the General directorate and later forwards this request to general directorate. Request has to be made before the end of the june of the year before that year for which the request is made. The ministry forwards the requests to the SPO along with the ministry’s investment budget.
Inspection of the request for financial support for the acquisition of land.

Article 25–  In the case of the administration company requesting a financial support for the acquisition of land,  a land valuation commission will be formed by the General Directorate composed of specialists from the Municipality Land Development Directorate, İndustry and Commerce Ministry’s local director and  plan pegistry . The commission willl be headed by the more senior of the two members that will be appointed by the Ministry of İndustry and Commerce.

 Commission makes a decision by the unanimous vote of at least 3 and presents the report with the necessary causalities for the valuation of the land to the general directorate for within 7 days.  

Evaluation of the request for financial support  

Article 26-  Ministry evaluates the requests for support for acquisition of land , infrastructure and construction and can make the necessary investigations in the region if necessary. 

Foundations for the usage of the financial support
Article 27- Financial support that has been allocated in the ministry’s budget;
a) is expended in the year it is allocated.

b) can not be used for purposes other than those stated in the law.

SECTION 2 

Foundation principles for the preparation of Plans and Projects when the Financial Support  Request is justified and Evaluation of Work Progress Reports and the payment of the Financial Support

Foundation Principles for Application Projects

Article 28- In the case of the request by the administrative company for financial support to construct the infrastructure and administrative buildings is justified, the administrative company is to present at least 3 sets of documentation that includes approved application plans for the infrastructure and administrative buildings of the region and the list that shows the evaluation prices quotes for the construction based on the application year price scale to the general directorate in seperate plastic box folders. At least one copy must be presented in black and white.
 Architectural projects, concrete structures, and steel contructions will be placed in seperate folders. All sections will be numbered. One copy of the project list will be fixed to the inner page of the folder while the other copy will be attached to the explanatory report. Project name, number , name , address, phone number of the project leader on a official letterhead will be attached to both sides of the boxes.

The name of  porject owner, responsible architect and engineers along with their chamber license number, tax office name and number and respective signatures will be provided on the sections.

 Projects will be signed and sealed by the Site manager or the technical responsible person of the project owner company and presented to the general directorate for an opinion.

Foundations for preparation of coordinated application plans 

Article 29- In the 1/1000 scaled coordinated application plan of the region :

a) Road intersections, vantage points and poligon marks  – provided their origins are presented, each and every coordinate , level figures, corner point of buildings and lots are shown.

b) Dimensions of the plots, length and width of the buildings and their interdistance, pavement and road widths, distances from road junction and turnpikes to the  plot corners, the coordinates of the center of circular shaped plots and their radii, relation  between the external roads and area boundary will be presented.

b) Coordinates and level figures will be shown as in the plan , and additionally as tables with numbers assigned to the points.
Foundations of Preparation of Architectural Plans 

Article 30- Architectural projects will be prepared according the Law of development and construction No 3194 . Projects that are deemed unqualfied in terms of size and information are turned down.

 Plans are submitted with approval from Directorates of Development and Construction , State Water Works Directorate, Directorate of Provincial Affairs and Regional Directorate of Highway and with 10 meter maximum gridding, 1/1000 topographic plan , isotropic map with 1 meter spaced inclinations. Streams,flood beds and slopes and woody areas are noted in the the isotropic plan. Topographic maps with no elevation figures and isotropic plans are returned.

Foundations for the preparation of projects for administrative buildings  

Article 31–  Foundations for the preparation of projects for administrative buildings  are detailed below :

a) Plans for administrative building

1) A 1/50 scale of the basement,foundation and other floors of the building is drawn. In cases where the basement water level is high a drainage system is added to the plans.

2) All the measurements and level figures in the plan are presented in a clear way and as a application project that wont precipitate a rework in measurement and rescaling of the figures.

3) Locality lists in every space is is presented clearly  with instance numbers and names.

4) Floor plans that show the building totally

b) Subsections and views

1) Roof inclination and materials are selected according to specifications of the region and the regulations of the ministry of development and construction  

2) Front and lateral views of the building, longitudinal and paralel sections , cross sectional cuts of  staircases and wet spaces are prepared.  

3) All level figures  and measurements are given for all cross sections including ventilation spaces, chimneys, fringe shield wall and columns 

4) Views of the administrative building from 1750 scale cross sections and fronts are presented.

c) Architectural details

1) Roof system and point detail  

2) Wet space system detail  ,

3) Front system detail 

4) Staircase and fireescapce system detail  

5) Door system and point detail

6) Window system and point detail with aplication projects will be presented.  

c) Static-concrete Structure calculation and project foundations and documents 

Before the application start Project Owner  ;

1) An officially approved ground inspection report  

2)  1/1000 static calculation types plan that will show the building type according to the longitudinal and transversial dilapitations  and foundation levels. 

3) Proposed plans for the foundation system, frame system and die plans  are presented.

e) Calculation Report

The calculation report contains;

1) Static calculation building types plan, A4 sized die plan samples of every different type and cover, width and length crıss sections samples , drawings that show covers adjacent to the frames, names and numbers of the elements that binding points that appear in the calculation plans

2) The name, producer and version number of the software used in the calculation must be clearly presented.

3) All inputs made by a computer including output that including internal forces must be presented in a clear and understadable way.

4)  All irregularities of the buiding whose design is made must be inspected in detailed mannder according to the regulations for constructions made in the disaster areas, if irregularities exist , they must be explained in detail.

5) Buildings with level differences within themselves greater than 2 meters must be sperated with a dilatation towards that direction. 

6) A clear reason for the choice of calculation must be presented with reference to the eartquake zone, building height and carrier system irregularities. 

7) Material types must be presented in tables.

8) Security checks that must be made for conditions described under the Construction in the Disaster Zone Regulations.

9) Carrying force moments of the columns, frames and covers must be clearly presented in the output information.

f) Application Projects

1) Floor Die plans must be printed on the same section, scaled 1/50, with at least one cross section made in 2 directions and with notes and scales on cross sections.  

2) Frames including length and width cross sections, dimensions and                                              level figures of the elements must be presented , with axes detailed at 1/100 and elements presented at 1/50 on a seperate section.

3) Axes and column sections must be given at 1/50 and 1/20 scales in column application plans, seperate plans for seperate floord must also be given with detail for each column-beam at each different union and with  binder regions shown according to the earthquake regulations.

4)  Main die plan must be at 1/50 scale with cross sections in both headings, material type and thickness given if fill-ins, gravel-sand below the foundation level,concrete or rubble concrete uptill the foundation level exist. Main details must be presented at 1/20 scales. Peripheral ties under the walls in the basement ,concrete curtains and grade concerete curtains must be presented in the main sections with detail.

5) Stair case project must be prepared in 1/20 scale 

6) Details for the curvature and convolutions of the hooks and binders that are specialized for earthquakes that are descibed in the regulation for buildings that will be constructed in disaster areas are given in column,beam and curtain detail sections.  
7) Active ground accelaration coefficient used in the design, building precaution coefficient, local ground class and carrier system behavioural coefficient must be presented in all sections of the plan 

8) Type of material used , ground safty tension and earthquake zone must be given in evert section. 

Foundations for the preparation infrastructure principles

Article 32- Foundations for the preparation infrastructure principles are detailed below 
a) Definition of infrastructure

Infrastructure that are included in the regulation include; 

1. Sewer

2. Rain Water Network,

3. Fire Hose Network,

4. Drainage

5. Clean and Dirty Water Network

6. Temporary waster storage area and biolohical and chemical waste water purifcation plant 

7. Electricity

8. Road

9. Water

10. Natural gas

11. Heating and air conditioning

12. communication infrastructure

13. Intra an extra region lightning,

14. Security and alarm systems.

b) Points that must be considered for the application development plans of infrastructure projects 

In order to prevent uneconomic solutions in infrastructure projects ;

1. Not to plan high shield walls and evacuation tunnels, drains and artistic structures that need high fill-ins and excavation. 

2. Prevention placement of lots in flood areas and lower than average height places to increase the area and number of lots, and the formation of parks and and green areas in such places

3. Projection of roads with a maximum of %8 to %10 inclination.

4. Planning of the lots such that there wont be much height difference in each one and too much excavation wont be required during the sizing of the lots and their placement with respect to the road.

5.  Planning of the drainage system such that it wont require much upgrade to the network and would be able to discharge the rain water to the natural flood beds. 

Project Responsibility of the Administrative Companies

Article 33- Project Responsibility of the Administrative Companies is described below: 

a)  Project plans prepared by the administrative company or had prepared by other bodies on the request of the project owner according to the regulations of Land Development law No 3194, land development plan, rules and regulations related to the science,health and environment conditions and to the standarts set by the TSI are presented to the general directorate for approval. Conditions and situations not covered at the time of writing are covered by the special clauses that will be given by the general directorate.

b) If the administrative company decides to make a change in the ongoing construction plan it has to apply to the general directorate with a request outining the reasons. In this respect 

1) If the change is in the whole of the project than restructring of the architectural project is to be performed.

2) If the mentioned change precipitates changes in static calculations anc projects, then those changes are to be made accordingly,

3) If the proposed change is to affect only a few floors or parts of a floor then only the plans of the affected floors , then only the plans concerning the modification of those parts are to be prepared.  

4) It is mandatory to turn in a report describing the reasons for the changes for compulsory changes to the projects to the general directorate. 

Inspection of the projects


Article 34- Suitability of the Application projects for the Administrative and infrastructure buildings is inspected by the technical staff sanctioned by the General Directorate and finalized within a 30 day period. Non-approved project are returned with the reason of declination.

Inspection of Work Progress Reports 

Article 35- Reports completed by the Construction firm  according to the Technical Regulations of the Development and Construction Ministry is forwarded to the general directorate after their approval by the administration company. 

The work progress reports are inspected on site by the personnel appointed by the related body of the general directorate and an inspection report is prepared. The costs of unrealized work is deducted from the total sum presented originally in the work progress reports.

Realization of the payments 
Article 36- Payments related for infrastructure and administrative building and those related to land acquisitions are made after the approval of Work progress reports and land valuation commission reports by the  General Directorate. After the approval the reports are submitted to the related office of accrual office and attached an accrual assignment and then forwarded to ministerial budget department chair and central accountacy directorate.

Section Three

Exemptions

Application of exceptions and tax reductions

Article 37 – Rudiments regarding exemptions and tax reductions in the Region:

a) In order for the Administrative Company to be exempt from all types of tax, impost and mortar during the application of the law; the administrative company must apply to the Ministry of Finance following the announcement of its juridical personality at the Trade Register Gazette by completing its establishment.

b) In order to render their incomes exempt from the income and corporations tax for five years beginning from the beginning of operations, tax elaborators working in software engineering and R&D in the Region must apply to the Ministry of Finance. Documentation proving the employment of the elaborators in the Region and their fields of occupation is attached to the application for informative purposes. The Council of Ministers can prolong that time till ten years for chosen and aimed specific technological areas and products. Together with the extensions due to moving between Regions, time to benefit from this right for elaborators cannot exceed ten years. 

c) To facilitate a full tax exemption of the researches, software engineers and R&D personnel related to this work for 10 years from the establishment of the Region; the associated entrepreneurs, establishments or institutions must supply the Ministry of Finance with a list approved by the Administrative Company, of all the researchers, software engineers and R&D personnel they employ, with descriptions of their functions, attributes and duration of their employment at the R&D projects, on a monthly basis.  In the case that the personnel are employed in another Region, time to benefit from this right cannot exceed ten years. 

d) People and institutions studying on R&D activities, which receive sponsored aid and donations done against receipt by the elaborators of income and corporation tax, must report to the Ministry of Finance with the names and titles of the elaborators, amount of the donation and documentation of proof of donation.

e) In regions that run wastewater plants, exemptions about wastewater price are administered by associated Municipalities.

f) KOSGEB supported entrepreneurs operating at Technology Development Centers located in the Region can also benefit from the exemptions provided by the law.

Procedures regarding exemptions and tax reductions in the Region are subject to Ministry of Finance legislation.

Section Four

Supervision of the Region

Supervision Authorizations of the Ministry

Article 38 – Facts regarding the supervision authorizations of the Ministry:

a) The Ministry supervises by examining updated activities and applications reports electronically submitted by the administrative company or when necessary, supervises the activities and applications of the administrative company and the entrepreneurs by cooperating with the relevant institutions.

b) The Ministry warns the administrative company and third persons if they are active in the region contrary to the objectives of the Region Law and gives the company a specific time to be active appropriate to the required objective.

c) At the end of this given time, if it is believed that the administrative company would not be adequate to realize the specified target the Ministry can apply to the Court and demand to stop the company’s activities or abrogate it. In case the administrative company is abrogated, with the condition of legally guaranteed rights and responsibilities of the administrative company, the Ministry nationalizes the real properties and the territory of the Region and can give the management of the Region to another company.

d) During the supervision process the administrative company and the entrepreneurs are liable to supply all information and documents to the supervision personnel.

Supervision of the exemptions and tax reductions

Article 39 – The Ministry of Finance enforces the supervision of the administrative companies, entrepreneurs, researchers, software engineers and R&D personnel who will benefit from the exemptions provided by the Law and sponsor companies that will benefit from tax reductions.

Transitional Articles

Article 40 – The technoparks whose establishments have been approved by the Ministry before the effective date are METU Technopark and TSTRCT-Marmara Research Center Technopark. These technoparks are admitted as Regions since the act has entered into force on 06.07.2001 and they benefit from all support and exemptions that the Law provides. These two regions have to make all necessary adjustments in accordance with the Law and acts of provisions within a year this act enters into force.

Section Five

Final Articles

Effectiveness

Article 41 – This act prepared with consultation to the Ministry of Finance and the Turkish Court of Accounts enters into force at the date of its publishing.

Execution

Article 42 – The Minister of Industry and Trade enforces these acts of provisions.
